INSTALLING USB VIRTUAL COM DRIVERS

If you are using USB Virtual COM for the first time, you must install its driver first. Driver
version 5.3 or later is required.

INSTALL USB VIRTUAL COM DRIVERS

I) Run the setup file:

» CP210x_VCP_Win2K_XP_S2K3.exe for Windows Vista/2003 Server/XP/2000
» CP210x_VCP_Win7.exe for Windows 7

Note: Driver for Windows 98se is not included in the driver package. Please contact our
sales representative for drivers.
